In the beginning were the wilderness and a
small but doughty group of pioneers who had
come to be known as the Chartiers Settle-
ment. The year was 1775. Washington
County, Pennsylvania would not come into
existence for six more years. The settlers
“on the waters of Chartiers” were subjects
of His Majesty , King George the Third,
Ruler of the British Empire. With few ex-
ceptions, they considered themselves to be

inhabitants of Augusta County, Virginia.

Over the years there have been many
changes. In the early years of settlement,
there was an Associate Presbyterian Church
that had an open log tent at Oak Spring.
The primitive shelter was replaced by a log
building, and then a brick church, then
other churches of the Presbyterian family
came into being.

Given all these changes throughout the

years, one thing has remained constant...
