E. Hospital Trust (Brought up by Mrs. Popp) 

Attorney Derrico will be submitting it to the judge this week. 

F. Sewer Agreement (Brought up by Mrs. Popp) 

Mr. Hazlett stated that it was taken off the table at the February 

meeting, and they havenôt come back to him since to put it on 

the agenda.  

Attorney Derrico explained what has transpired.  Canonsburg- 

Houston Sewer Authority doesnôt service Canonsburg and 

Houston because they are the plant managers.  

Discussion was held. 
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G. PNC Bank/Bond Issue (Brought up by Mrs. Popp) 

Mr. Hazlett reported that they have met with two other banks 

and will be talking with the third one this week.  Council voted 

to go with PNC.  Recommendation should be made by the end 

of this week. 

H. Finance (Brought up Mrs. Popp) 

Mrs. Popp stated that the bill the Borough held from Dan Coen  

has been paid.  She recommended on behalf of the Borough to 

instruct Comcast in its quarterly revenue report to include more 

revenue source categories, which will make it easier for the Bor-

ough to verify the accuracy of the franchise fee payment.
