VI. PUBLIC COMMENTS:

A. Ms. Christina Casto, of 342 North Jefferson Avenue, asked that
the safety issues on Ridge Avenue be considered: Additional
traffic (would make it more difficult), speeding vehicles, accidents,
and the safety of the children who catch a school bus at the inter-
section of Ridge and East Pitt Street, as well as parking and the
welfare and safety of the residents.

B. Mr. William Missel, of 333 North Jefferson Avenue, addressed
the following concerns pertaining to Ridge Avenue:

1. Police enforcement needed where people park in No
Parking area on Ridge Avenue across from the alley-
way;

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2. Access for fire trucks;
3. Garbage trucks would not be able to get into property
where eight units are proposed; and
4. People in the area are unhappy with what is happening.
C. Mr. Bill Graziani informed Council that he will not be building
on Ridge Avenue if it is considered a development. He said
that one of the stipulations was that he would have to develop
the road, and he is not going to do that Mr. Graziani felt that
if the Ordinance isnd6t changed, al |
will be stifled.
Mr. Graziani also informed Council that both North Franklin
Township and Chartiers Township have called him and invited
him to develop in their areas.
Discussion was held pertaining to the Ordinance.
D. Ms. Alice Patterson expressed her concern about accidents and
near-accidents on the already crowded street of Ridge Avenue.
E. Mr. David Holliday informed Council that his father, Joshua
Holliday, had owned the property in question on Ridge Avenue
for years. They had a chance to sell it to Mr. Graziani, but now
that is shut down. Mr. Holliday mentioned to Council numerous
things they have done for the neighbors with this property over
the years.
Mr. Holliday explained why he felt there is not a safety issue.
He also addressed the matters of parking and traffic.
Further discussion was held pertaining to townhouses, the
Ordinance, the alley, traffic, and safety.
F. Mr. Bill Graziani informed Council that he checked. and there
are no E & S6s that havemilgver been
